FINANCIAL REPORT

I thank all of you who have made an effort to increase your contributions to support St. Mark's. Your consistent giving has helped us.  The report on the 4th page today represents 3 fiscal quarters July 2009 – March 2010.  Some comments on the report: 

 1) The bottom number, while significant, is actually better than what was reported at the end of January and this was due in part to the increased giving that has occurred over the last 10 weeks.  

2)  The food gift card program has seen a significant increase in use and this has helped to supplement our income.

3)  The use of the on-line giving has also increased in use and helps guarantee income to St. Mark's on a recurring basis.

4)  We do need to make $5280 in our weekly collection in order to meet our operating expenses and not borrow from the saving which we had to due the past several months.  We also need this weekly total in order to accumulate some savings to avoid what happened last year.  This is critical for the future health of St. Mark's.  We have not been able to reach that goal except 2 times during the past 12 weeks.

5) We do need a commitment from all our giving parishioners to sign up for on-line giving at least for the summer months when on vacation.  We need to be able to support ourselves over the summer months on the weekly collection and cannot borrow from savings.

6) We do need more families to buy food gift cards each week --- this is a painless way to shop and to support St. Mark's.

7) Our CEC parents are asked to please register by May 15th in order to help us know how many children to expect in our program and to plan accordingly.  

8) We will be having our yearly 50-50 raffle in June.  More information will be made available to you in the coming weeks.
