A note from Fr. Joe…last week I began writing about my recent trip to Israel and it continues in part this week.  I am working on my pictures too and hope some time to be able to share some of them with you and our various groups.  Digital cameras are great I took 1092 pictures in 12 days!

ISRAEL (part 2)

This week I am continuing to give you a few highlights of the tour to Israel.  In the few days when we stayed in the northern part of Israel (Galilee), we visited many areas where Jesus preached and preformed many of his miracles.  The trip to Cana in Galilee was special as the married couples renewed their vows in the church.  We visited the church of the multiplication of the loaves and fishes.  There are the remains of a crusader church on the grounds, which means that this area has been venerated in honor of this miracle of Jesus for many centuries.  The highlight of the day was Mass on the Mountain of the Beatitudes.  All of these shrines and churches are in great demand by groups to have mass and today we lucked out as we had mass outside overlooking the Sea of Galilee from high up on the mountainside.  I think many people in the group felt this was one of great spiritual moments of the tour. The visit to Capernaum, the town where Jesus made his home, along with Peter, John and James along the seashore is always moving.  The town is an archeological site today and the central point of interest is the Jewish synagogue of the first century built upon the remains of the synagogue where Jesus preached.  One can still see the foundation stones of that synagogue today.  We also spent time visiting Mt. Carmel, Acko, the ancient sea port city of the crusaders located on the Mediterranean Sea and Tiberius a sea side modern town built upon the ancient city of Tiberius built by the Roman in honor Emperor Tiberius.

ADVENT…

Today begins our new translations of the mass.  We have been preparing for a while and it is good to start and begin to pray the new prayers as we enter into the season of Advent.  It will take us a while to adapt to things but make the effort and be prayerful.  Advent lends itself to a time of quiet prayer and each of us contemplates the meaning of Jesus come among us.  We listen to themes of repentance and expectation and hope during this season.  In the midst of so much busyness, feelings of depression and loss, economic uncertain and a lack of peace in the world, we as Catholic Christians are called upon during this season to be messengers of Christ's peace and hope.  In order to be effective we have to be at peace with God first in our hearts.  The first step to achieving this is letting go of our burdens and offer them to the Lord in prayer and rely upon God's strength.  Centering our life in Jesus can bring us a peace that can help us live in the midst of the world with all its troubles and still be people who preach a message of hope.
